My six year old son, Christopher, is attending P1 at Mui Wo School this year.
We chose Mui Wo School because we wanted Christopher to receive a good
education at a Cantonese-medium school and we wanted to be more a part of the

community.

Mui Wo School offers a wonderful atmosphere for primary education. Classes
are small and the teaching staff is excellent. There are a total of 161 students in
grades P1 through P6, and 14 teachers. Children study Chinese, English, General
Studies, Mathematics, Music, Visual Arts, Physical Education, and Computer
Technology, as well as Putonghua, Moral and Civic Education and Chinese
Reading & Library Lessons each week. Students also have an opportunity to
participate in a variety of additional activities, such as arts and crafts, football
lessons, etc. Classes are taught in Cantonese, however, all the teaching staff are
proficient in English. The school uses a Cross Level Grouping Scheme to cater to
students’ needs in learning both English and Chinese. There is also a foundation
Chinese class which is tailor-made for non-Chinese students who have little or no
prior knowledge of the Chinese language.

Parents have many opportunities to participate in school activities, interact with
the teaching staff and meet other parents at the Mui Wo School. The school has an
active Parent Teacher Association (PTA) with thirteen elected parent
representatives and four teaching representatives. All parents are invited to attend
PTA meetings and run for office. Teachers are readily available each day before or
after school to meet with parents. Teachers also schedule individual parent-teacher
conferences after each examination to discuss children’s performances. In addition,
the school holds special events involving the students and parents such as “English
Day”. During “English Day”, students practice their English skills by competing in
carnival-like games. Parents participate by running the carnival booths.

My son seems to have settled into the routine at Mui Wo school quite well. I
have noticed gains in his reading and mathematics skills. In particular, however, I
have noticed that while in the past he only played with English-speaking children
at the playground, Christopher now happily plays with all the children of Mui, Wo.
I feel that our family is becoming much more a part of the communj
recommend this school highly.




Balance is possible for the child’s benefit

I fiave two children in a local school on Lantau Island and cannot praise the
teachiers enough for their diligence and patience. The staff at Mui Wo School are doing an
excellent job teaching children from a mixture of backgrounds, many of them from
non-Chinese families (including ours), with a level of understanding that relieves the
pressure that could result from the local curriculum.

The teachiers realize that each student has different abilities and levels of | awd T "'J“i‘“//“’" ) ]
concentration and, therefore, reward and encourage each individual accordingly. They e ot e
give up their lunch breaks and time after school to tutor those who need extra help and il
are always available to parents who have questions. At worst, my daughter in Primary
Trwo comes fiome with one fiour of homework, but each week there are days when she has
completed all the fiomework during the last lesson, designated for extra-curricular

activities or homeworR,
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So despite a challenging curriculum (with its tests, dictations and exams )itis
possible to find a balance that is beneficial to the children if teachers and parents worR,

together.
