The PLP-R/W is a

P1-P3 literacy programme which provides students with the opportunity to ‘learn to

read’ and ‘read to learn’ using a variety of text types. The Big Book Shared reading

and writing lessons are supported by a ‘Home Reading’ link which includes a library

of readers matched to each student’s reading ability. Schools who participate in the

PLP-R/W programme and effectively integrate units of instruction with the G.E.

textbook have raised English literacy standards across Hong Kong schools.

Mui Wo School is designated as one of 21 (NCS) Non-Chinese speaking schools in

Hong Kong. Special funding is allocated for the development of innovative English

language curriculum which provides students with authentic English language

learning opportunities. I commend the teaching staff who are enthusiastic and

supportive of student centered teaching approaches which cater to a wide range of

student abilities and learning styles. We are all shaped by the teachers we have and

the experiences we share. I believe Mui Wo School, with its unique island setting and

student population will continue to develop along the path of excellence.
